Shiva Worship Site: Sarva Pujarli

In the Jadoli—Taproli Gram Panchayat of the erstwhile
princely estate of Bhoj Dhamla in Sirmaur district, on
the slopes of the majestic Churdhar, lie the twin
villages of Sarvi—Pujarli. In Pujarli stands a two-
storeyed temple dedicated to Dudheshwar Mahadev.
Built in the traditional hill architectural style, the
temple features a sloping slate roof and a sturdy
structure of wood and stone. The presiding deity,
Lord Shiva, is revered locally as Dudheshwar.A short
distance downhill from Pujarli, in a gorge-like valley,
lies the village of Sarva. At the sacred confluence of
the Pazhetu Khadd, flowing from the northern face of
Churdhar, and the Rehat Khadd, originating from
Banali, stands an ancient Shiva temple constructed in
the Nagara style of temple architecture. Numerous
finely carved stone sculptures lie scattered within and
around the temple complex.Inside the sanctum
(garbhagriha) of this shikhara-style temple are stone
idols of Shiva—Parvati, Mahishasuramardini, and
Vishnu. Judging by their artistic features and
craftsmanship, these sculptures appear to date back
to the | Ith century and bear a striking resemblance
to the sculptural traditions of the Pratihara period.
Fragmented architectural elements found outside the
temple—such as bhadramukha motifs, amalaka, and
kalasha components—clearly reflect the defining
characteristics of the Nagara (shikhara) style. The
temple precinct also contains sculptures dating to the
| 6th, 18th,and |9th centuries, indicating continuous
religious activity over several centuries.Geographical
observations suggest that this island-like landform
may once have been the cradle of an ancient
settlement. The site conveys the impression of
concealed subterranean stone architecture and holds
significant archaeological promise. Excavations here
could potentially reveal the remains of a long-
forgotten civilization buried beneath the earth.Sarva
is also home to a modern Hanuman temple.
Altogether, the site presents an atmosphere
reminiscent of a celestial abode.The numerous stone
idols at the meeting point of the two streams evoke
profound devotion and spiritual
reverence.Sarva—Pujarli is accessible by a motorable
road. From Giripul, near a place called Sanaura, the
Rasoomandar Bhoj road diverges toward
Sarva—Pujarli at Shalesh Kainchi.
